The French image of the United

States as the land of hamburgers and obesity extends beyond the minds of schoolchildren.

It’s also one of the salient features of “Belleville” (a thinly-disguised New York City) in the

Academy Award-Nominated animated film The Triplets of Belleville. (Note: I saw Triplets

and found it unsatisfying.)
