Follow-up: Portsmouth Spinnaker Tower now open, but
maybe you should take the stairs
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Portsmouth’s ever-delayed Millennium Tower (since renamed Spinnaker Tower) has finally
been completed, five years late and £11 million over budget. But even opening day couldn’t

over an hour, requiring abseiling engineers to come and rescue him.
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
