It looks
like signs in average condition are going for $10, whereas signs in below average condition go
for $5. Unsold signs will be turned to scrap. Signs for famous streets such as Pike and Pine
will be auctioned off on eBay.

If street signs aren’t your thing, you can buy old parking meters for $10—%$15 (listed under
“Miscellaneous”).
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
