The great thing about regular expression languages is
that there are so many to choose from!
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Before you ask a question about regular expressions, you should make sure you and your
audience agree on which regular expression language you are talking about.

Here is a handy table of which features are supported by which regular expression language.

You can use that table to solve this customer’s problem:
