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week numbers in Romania?
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A customer liaison reported that the MonthCalendar control was showing incorrect week

numbers when run on a Romanian system. They included screen shots of the calendar

control running on a German system and a Romanian system for comparison:

Germany   Romania

January 1 falls on a Friday. The German calendar calls it week 53, but the Romanian calendar

calls it week 1.

The customer liaison is making the implicit assumption that the German calendar is the

correct one and the Romanian one is wrong. But that’s not what the Romanians think!

Under the Romanian calendar system, the first week of the year is the week that contains

January 1. Under the German calendar system, the first week of the year is the week that

contains at least four days from that year.

So both calendars are right, for their corresponding locales.

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It turns out that this is the same customer liaison who asked the same question about the

Romanian calendar nine months earlier. I was able to forward the answer to their previous

question as a response to their current one. But it’s clear that they didn’t really understand

the explanation, because they came back and asked, “Shouldn’t they be the same? The first

week should be the same on the German system and on the Romanian system, right?”

No, that’s not right. Different locales have different rules for determining which week is the

first week of the year, in the same way that different locales have different rules for

determining which day is the first day of the week. Translating a calendar is more

complicated than just doing a search-and-replace for the names of the days of the week and

the names of the months. (And boy are they in for a surprise when they first encounter non-

Gregorian calendars!)
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
